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 Course description

A.P. Studio Art is a class for students seriously interested in the practical experience of art. It is not based on a written exam: instead, students will submit portfolios for evaluation at the end of the school year. The portfolio consists of 24 works of art addressing three major concerns of art: (1) a sense of quality in a student’s work; (2) the student’s concentration(sustained investigation) on a particular visual interest or problem; and (3), the student’s need for breadth of experience(range of approaches) in the formal, technical, and expressive means of the artist. This class will focus heavily on the principles of design and the elements of art.

You will be required to create 12 works of art around a main idea or theme, and 12 works of art showing various techniques and abilities. For the quality section, you will submit 5 original works of art chosen from the 24 in your portfolio.

Materials

Students will use a variety of materials to complete assignments. You will be provided with:
1 portfolio 

2 ebony pencils

1 sharpie marker

1 utensil case

Various art materials such as acrylic paint, pastels, and charcoal.

Items that will not be provided but might be needed, based on individual need:

Canvas/ canvas board

Matte photo paper for printer

Flash drive to keep digital works (or on Google Drive)
Work Expectations

Students will be required to turn in one finished product every Monday morning. Deadline extensions can be granted on a case by case basis. A critique of the work will be conducted every Monday morning. Homework will not be assigned, but working outside the classroom will be necessary to met deadlines. Jobs, babysitting, sports, and all other activities are an important part of high school, but class work will still be due on time despite all other student commitments. All students in AP studio art will be required to complete to submit the AP portfolio at the end of the year. This portfolio will be required to be completed to earn credit for the course.
